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Introduction

1.
The Camp Slovenia Inception Workshop was held in the Municipal Council Hall in the Praetorial Palace in Koper, with the financial support of MAP and the Municipality of Koper.

The list of participants and the detailed agenda are attached to this document as Annexes I and II. The reccomendations of the workshop are attached as Annex III and the PowerPoint presentations are attached as Annex IV.

Opening of the Workshop

The Workshop was opened by Mr. Giuliano Nemarnik, Director of Regional Development Centre Koper, who welcomed the participants on behalf of his institution and the Municipality of Koper. He expressed his satisfaction that the Regional Development Centre would participate in the implementation of the CAMP Project. He indicated that the Regional Development Centre had conducted preparation of the Regional Development Programme (RDP) for the period 2002–2006, representing the fundamental development guidance document at regional (intermunicipal) level, and thus also a key instrument for development guidance according to the principles of sustainable development. He pointed out that the CAMP Project fitted in the framework of the Regional Development Programme implementation in particular with regard to its subject matter directed at sustainable management of the coastal area and its resources and that at the same time, the CAMP project was an opportunity to access new knowledge related to development planning in conformity with sustainable development principles, which would prove useful in preparation of a new regional development programme, starting in 2005.

Mr. Mitja Bricelj, Coordinator of activities related to Barcelona Convention, Ministry of the Environment, Spatial Planning and Energy, recalled that the Agreement on implementation of the CAMP Slovenia had been signed in September of the preceding year by Mr. Janez Kopač, Minister of the Environment, Spatial Planning and Energy, Mr. Lucien Chabasson,, MAP Coordinator, and Mr. Rajko Voitkovszky, Mayor of the Divača Municipality, on behalf of the South Primorska municipalities. He indicated that the CAMP Project – Coastal Area Management Programme – was consistent with modern approaches to the issues of coastal area management as well as with the basic positions of the EU Marine Strategy, which stipulated an integral approach in that field. In the past, not all aspects had been taken into consideration in coastal zone management, leading to negative consequences, such as degradation of the coast and marine resources, as well as to hindered development of coastal areas. For that very reason, the EU had adopted the Water Framework Directive, dealing with the reduction of pressure and impacts on water bodies, including the coastal marine waters, which was closely linked with the CAMP Slovenia Project. Mr. Bricelj said that the Environment Minister, Mr. Kopač, had reported on the CAMP Slovenia Project to the Council of Ministers for the Environment on 22 December 2003, and had mentioned, on that occasion, also the Contingency Plan, undertaken jointly by Italy, Slovenia and Croatia. The Project Agreement would be signed by the partner countries on 24 May 2004 in Portorož. The third project the Minister had mentioned had been the project on ballast water management in the Adriatic which had been gaining an ever larger dimension within the International Maritime Organization. Mr. Bricelj further mentioned the activities where marine biology stations in Piran, Rovinj and Trieste participated. Their activities included seawater quality monitoring and establishment of a database, which would be used for planning of activities and monitoring. The activities were within the scope of the provisions laid down by the Barcelona Convention and its MED POL Programme. Implementation of the CAMP Slovenia Project would certainly be an important segment of implementation of the Barcelona Convention. Participation within the Barcelona Convention includes many other activities, such as involvement in the Protected Areas Programme, carried out by the Piran Regional Office of the Nature Protection Institute of the Republic of Slovenia. An example of jointly undertaken activities was the protection of an endangered turtle species (Caretta caretta), which was extremely important for the Northern Adriatic. Another joint activity was related to the spatial planning of coastal area where collaboration had been established between the Regional Development Centre and the PAP/RAC in Split. Finally, Mr. Bricelj mentioned also the activities related to the prevention of marine accidents and explained that the REMPEC centre in Malta coordinated the preparation of the aforementioned plan and the agreement to be signed by partner countries in Portorož. He concluded his address by inviting the participants to collaborate in the establishment and implementation of the project, in favour of the local population and the neighbours on both sides of the border.

Ms. Tatiana Hema, UNEP/MAP Representative, thanked the organizers, on behalf of the Coordinating Unit of Mediterranean Action Plan, for convening that very important meeting. In her opinion the Inception Workshop was very important because it would fix and propose the road map and the list of activities for the implementation of the CAMP Slovenia. She congratulated them on the work done so far, and emphasised the importance of the CAMPs within the MAP activities, continuously implemented with contracting parties under the Barcelona Convention. She indicated that a good CAMP could be a potential contribution to sustainable development and that that was the reason why the process and methodology of the CAMP formulation was so important. She said they were lucky to have a good centre with a lot of experience, which had elaborated a very modern tool in cooperation with other MAP Centres, like Blue Plan, MED POL and REMPEC and added that transparency, participatory approach and integration of the main components were very important. She hoped that the CAMP Slovenia would provide a good model to be used on regional level. She reminded that Slovenia would host the contracting parties meeting in 2005 and believed that by that time the CAMP Slovenia would have been close to its finalisation, so that the achievement of the project could be presented at that event. She wished them all the best and to realize a model of how coastal zone management should be on the Mediterranean level.

Mr. Ivica Trumbić, Director of PAP/RAC Split, repeated that the CAMP Slovenia Project Agreement between the MAP, the republic of Slovenia and the Municipalities of the South Primorska had been signed in September 2003. He explained that the basic documents for project implementation were being prepared and that during the period the intention was to establish contacts and consult the largest possible number of partners interested in the work and results of the Project, which was in the spirit of CAMP projects developed and implemented in the Mediterranean for 16 years. He further explained that CAMP projects had been implemented in most Mediterranean countries, that CAMP was an acronym for Coastal Area Management Programme, which covered a broad palette of subjects. He indicated that they had endeavoured to adjust each project to particular conditions in every country where the project was being implemented, for which thorough groundwork had been needed especially in the initial phases in order to reduce the time necessary for implementation of the project itself. Therefore, he reckoned that the CAMP Slovenia would be completed in two years and added that the Centre in Split, as a component of the MAP, was entrusted by the Mediterranean countries to implement that MAP segment. He emphasized that the Split Centre could not carry out the entire project and that it was in their interest that other MAP components were involved in project implementation as the six MAP Regional Activity Centres gathered an enormous amount of expertise, which could be disseminated through such projects to the countries signatories to the Barcelona Convention. Mr. Trumbić said that MAP was entering an interesting phase. Up to then they had projects in less developed countries, where ten of them had already been implemented. Two projects were under way, including the one in Slovenia, and three projects were under preparation (Spain, Cyprus and Morocco). Of those five countries, three would shortly join the EU, which gave a completely new perspective to their projects. In that regard he mentioned two things, first, the existence of an outstanding interest in the implementation of such projects in the developed part of the Mediterranean and second, the need for adjusting the projects to the new situation. He believed that the project in Slovenia could serve as a model for how the MAP should adapt to the new situation, because a lot was expected from it. As already pointed out by his colleague Tatiana, successful implementation of the project was of special importance also because Slovenia would be a host country of the next conference of the Barcelona Convention signatories and it would be important that the results of MAP activities in Slovenia were shown at that conference.

Part One

The moderator of the first part was Mr. Ivica Trumbić. He said that the Inception Workshop was an important part of the total project as it was the first opportunity for a broad range of project participants to familiarize themselves with the project and to exchange their views and opinions about the project. He added that the workshop was of a technical nature. The participants were supposed to deliver their critical comments on the Inception Report in order to amend it where necessary. The morning agenda of the workshop included the presentation of project objectives and purposes, presentation of the Regional Development Programme of South Primorska as a fundamental integral development document of the region where the CAMP project would take place and a detailed presentation of the CAMP Slovenia, its objectives, projects and subprojects as well as the organizational structure.

The first speaker was Mr. Slavko Mezek, who coordinated the preparation of the Inception Report. He acquainted the participants with the purpose and objectives of the Inception Workshop, which were to present the Inception report, the context of preparation and implementation of the CAMP Slovenia, the purpose and objectives of the project, the activities within the project and to present the organizational structure for the CAMP implementation, the time and financial framework and other conditions essential for project implementation. However, the most important purpose of the Workshop was a detailed presentation of individual Terms of Reference and an expert discussion about them. The material had been put on Internet and made available to all workshop participants. In addition the purpose of the Inception Workshop was to establish contacts with project partners, because the representatives of MAP, Regional Activity Centres (PAP/RAC, Blue Plan, SPA/RAC) and MED pol were present at the Workshop. 

Mr. Mezek continued by pointing out the essential characteristics of the CAMP Slovenia Project, explaining that the project would be directed primarily to spatial planning and that the majority of projects and activities would be related to spatial planning. For that reason, in its inception, the CAMP Slovenia had to be harmonised with relevant regulations as, for example, just a week before, the Rules on Preparation of Regional Conception of Spatial Development had been adopted, thus providing the legal basis for project implementation. At that time, the organizational structure for project implementation was being established with the most important constituent parts of the Steering Committee and the Project Board. The preparatory meeting of the key partners regarding the establishment of the Steering Committee had taken place on 5 March 2005 in Ljubljana, under the leadership of Mr. Jože Novak, State Secretary responsible for Spatial Planning. Mr. Mezek then announced a constitutive meeting of the Programme and Project Boards, which would provide the basic organizational preconditions for project implementation. Finally, he explained that individual project would be presented by representatives of government bodies, municipalities and other organizations having competence over the project subject matter. He expressed his regret that adequate substitutes had to be found due to illness of some rapporteurs.

Mr. Giuliano Nemarnik, Director of Regional Development Centre – Regional Development Agency, Koper, acquainted the participants with the implementation of the Regional Development Programme of South Primorska, which had been adopted by the Structural Policy Council in 2003. The preparation of RDP had started in 2001 and it had been prepared jointly by the Municipalities of South Primorska. He pointed out that at that time some Karst and Brkini municipalities believed that it would have been more useful to cooperate in a different spatial framework. Nevertheless, a decision had been taken that the municipalities would continue to cooperate in concrete projects and programmes, including the CAMP Project. He explained that the networked Regional Development Agency consisted of four business promotion centres and that the leading organization was the Regional Development Centre in Koper. The operative management of the programme preparation had been assigned to Mr. Slavko Mezek and the preparation controlled by the Steering Committee, consisting of the mayors and the representatives of ministries and the economy. The Steering Committee had been lead by Mr. Vojko Čok, Director of the Bank of Koper. The RDP comprised a strategic part and an operative part. Two conferences had been organized during the preparation and the project has been supported by intensive promotion campaign. The financial framework had also been prepared. In particular, the objectives of the RDP were to reduce the economic development lagging behind the developed neighbouring regions (Julian March), to reduce the differences in gross income tax basis between the coastal and the Karst parts of the region, to establish the university, to reduce the unemployment rate, reinforce the public transport, improve the quality of rivers and the sea, prepare the regional conception of spatial development and to strengthen the institutional structure for regional development. The operative part of the RDP consisted of a number of programmes and subprogrammes. In the field of advancement of the infrastructure for sustainable development the priority was sustainable mobility and in the field of environmental protection, the main concern was the mitigation of water pollution, treatment of municipal waste and the identification of a drinking water source. In the field of spatial development, the priority was to prepare a comprehensive programme of revitalization of old city and village centres. For the Karst area, the implementation part of the Kras Pilot Project. Finally, Mr. Nemarnik mentioned also the financial aspect of the RDP, explaining that the estimated cost of project implementation amounted to SIT 85 milliard; however, the earmarking of public funds had been unclear while the private funds had been less questionable. He concluded that the CAMP Project was a key project with regard to the Regional Development Programme.

Mr. Slavko Mezek presented the CAMP Slovenia Project in detail – its objectives, structure and activities. He laid special emphasis on the expectation that through participation in the CAMP Project, people would strengthen their knowledge and experience in designing sustainable development. With regard to the CAMP Project integration within the national context, he explained that the CAMP Project meant in fact the implementation of a part of the Regional Development Programme relating to the environment and spatial planning. He stressed the importance of established participation and institutional framework, as it involved a permanent process, and moreover, the CAMP Project could bring about integration of environmental and spatial issues. He explained the CAMP Project also in relation to the implementation of the Spatial Planning Act, adopted in 2002, which introduced a new instrument, i.e. regional conception of spatial development – a strategic spatial document, prepared by partners (the State and Municipalities) at regional level and thus preventing a partial approach. He further explained that the new instrument was of particular importance for the South Primorska region, because the area geographically overlapped the Adriatic river basin and in this way the linkage with water management in that area was provided. Within three years, the municipalities would have to prepare new municipal strategies of spatial development and that was an additional argument for their participation in preparation of the regional strategy (regional conception of spatial development), because some municipalities in the region were small and with insufficient staff to carry out such a demanding task by themselves. Therefore, the CAMP Slovenia would be oriented primarily to spatial planning, which in its essence extends beyond the sectors, as it integrates different sectors in the framework of sustainable development, which is actually the principal purpose of the CAMP projects.

Mr. Mezek indicated also the main characteristics of the MAP CAMP. In particular, he exposed the following objectives: development of strategies and procedures of sustainable development – in case of CAMP Slovenia, the strategies would be integrated in development and spatial planning at the national and municipal levels; development of methodologies and tools for sustainable development – the objective would be achieved by introduction and promotion of techniques and tools, such as Carrying Capacity Assessment for Tourism, SEIA and Scenario Planning; institution-building for sustainable development – the objective would be attained by entrusting the management of Project Secretariat to the Regional Development Agency, thus obtaining additional qualifications for sustainable development management, which would also be useful for preparation of a new Regional Development Programme. Another objective stated was human resource development for sustainable development, which would include training of key actors for implementation of comprehensive assessment of environmental impacts and scenario planning). The Project would incorporate also a programme of information to the public, providing information on the Project itself and about the issues of sustainable development. In this way, the objective of awareness raising among the public at large and the professional circles would be achieved. 

Next, Mr. Mezek presented the key phases of the Project. The implementation phase would be carried out during the period form May 2004 to the end of 2005. He presented the project structure and the most important lots: horizontal activities, individual projects and integration of project results (preparation of an integral final document). As regards the implementation of the Project, Mr. Mezek explained that the Project would be implemented in cooperative partnership between domestic operators, selected according to statutory procedures and MAP experts from individual Regional Activity Centres (PAP/RAC, SPA/RAC, Blue Plan, REMPEC). It was proposed that the Project Secretariat, managed by the RDC Koper in the role of Regional Development Agency, would carry out the projects within horizontal activities. It would be appropriate that the Secretariat were a focal point for the activities which were going to continue after the conclusion of the Project, mostly because the RDC could provide the basic infrastructure (place and equipment) and human infrastructure. In this way, sustainability of the Project would be ensured. The following horizontal projects would be carried out within the CAMP Project: Regional Spatial Information System, Systemic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis, and Public Participation Programme. The individual projects would be: Regional Conception of Spatial Development, Detailed Conception of Coastal Strip Spatial Planning, Management of Protected Areas, Remediation of Water Pollution, and Regional Strategy of Sustainable Tourism Development. The final phase would be integration of project results to be presented in the final project document. The regional conception of spatial development would be the hub around which all other activities (representing the expert groundwork for the regional conception) would integrate. 

Mr. Mezek then described the basic elements of project organization: the project will be controlled by the Steering Committee (composed in accordance with the Rules on Preparation of Regional Conception of Spatial Development. The Steering Committee will supervise the preparation of the entire CAMP Project and the regional conception. The head of the Steering Committee is Mr. Jože Novak, State Secretary responsible for Spatial Planning, Ministry of the Environment, Spatial Planning and Energy, and his Deputy is Ms. Valentina Lavrenčič, Director, Office for Spatial Development. Members of the Steering Committee will be representatives of ministries, mayors of the participating municipalities or their authorised deputies, representatives of government bodies, agencies and universities. The tasks of individual constituents will be defined by special Rules of Procedure, which is in preparation. The Project Board will comprise representatives of institutions dealing with the project topics. The Project Board will monitor the implementation of the overall CAMP Project and individual projects. 

With regard to the time schedule, Mr. Mezek said that selection of operators would be carried out at the end of May and therefore, project implementation would take place from that time to November 2005. Afterwards, follow-up activities will go on, including the final integration of project results and the final presentation of the Project. As to the financial framework, he explained that three partners were involved, namely, MAP, the State and the Municipalities of South Primorska. Financial contribution of individual partners was as follows: MAP – a little less than a half, the State – about one third, the Municipalities – about one fourth. He emphasized that considerable efforts were made to convince the Municipalities to participate financially in the Project, i.e. since October 2003 when the Municipalities started preparing their budgets for the next financial year.

Part Two: Presentation of Projects

10.
Mr. Mitja Bricelj was a moderator of the second part of the Workshop. He reminded the participants that Slovenia was nominated to organize the 14th Meeting of Contracting Parties to the Barcelona Convention in November 2005 in Portorož. That will be a great event at regional level, as there will gather delegates from 22 Mediterranean countries which cooperate in the framework of the Barcelona Convention, the oldest convention on regional seas within the UN. Slovenia will hose 22 ministers of the environment and their specialised staff members who will discuss the subjects related to the Mediterranean Action Plan. Therefore, Slovenia will play a more active role, because the host country normally presides the Barcelona Convention Bureau for two years after the meeting. In addition to customary protocol character, the event will be also of a strong substantive nature. Then Mr. Bricelj invited Ms. Lidija Balantič, Office for Spatial Development, MESPE, to present the regional conception of spatial development and the elements of the project implementation.

Ms. Lidija Balantič, Office for Spatial Development, Ministry for the Environment, Spatial Planning and Energy, presented the legal framework of preparation of the regional conception of spatial development, as stipulated by the Spatial Planning Act. She explained that the regional conception is a partnership spatial document. Within this document, spatial arrangements of regional significance shall be determined and the guidelines given for preparation of planning and implementing documents of the country and municipalities respectively. At the national level, that will primarily entail the basic premises for definition of areas and corridors of individual spatial arrangements of national significance, and at the municipal level, definition of areas for infrastructure of regional significance, such as determination of development areas, location of important public institutions, industrial and business zones, shopping centres, nature protection areas and, of course, cultural heritage protection areas. In preparation of the regional conception of spatial development, the State and municipalities are equal partners (unlike the preparation of detailed plans of national importance), and consequently, it makes it easier for the municipalities to assert their interest. The preparatory procedure starts with a sound initiative and the signature of an agreement on joint planning of spatial arrangements of regional significance between municipalities and ministries and then follows the setting up of a Steering Committee, which task is to guide the work. The first spatial conference, attended by representatives of local communities, the economy, interest groups and organized public groups, is aimed at harmonisation of interests regarding the preparation of regional conception. Taking into account the guidelines of spatial planning stakeholders and the spatial analyses, the selected maker prepares the planning guidelines, which have to be approved by the participating municipalities. The proposal of regional conception is then prepared on this basis and on the basis of expert groundwork and placed on public exhibition for 30 days. Within that period, public debate and gathering of comments are organized in all participating municipalities. Thereupon, the comments and recommendations are examined and expert views provided. Finally, they are approved by minister’s decision. After public exhibition and public debate, the planners amend the regional conception proposal and the views of spatial planning stakeholders are obtained. The participating municipalities then adopt the amended proposal by an ordinance and when the regional conception proposal is adopted by all, it is approved by government decision.

Mr. Slavko Mezek explained in detail the contents of the project on Regional Conception of Spatial Development. As the main purpose and objectives of the project, he stated the following: to formulate the (sub)regional conception of location of selected activities, including the conception of land use; to formulate the conception of spatial arrangements, subject to detailed planning; to prepare the guidelines for municipal spatial documents and detailed plans of national importance; to define the programme of measures for regional conception implementations; to establish and strengthen regional cooperation in steering the spatial development and spatial planning; to promote the issues of sustainable spatial development and planning in public, to introduce new tools and techniques for sustainable spatial planning. He explained that the project would be carried out in the following phases: preparatory activities (preparation and signature of an agreement between the municipalities and the State with regard to the expert groundwork subsequently used by the Municipalities for preparation of municipal spatial development strategies); preparation of expert groundwork (the analysis of spatial situation will have to be done, including the analysis of physical situation, the analysis of spatial planning and environmental protection regulations,); the analysis of trends and identification of problems; the analysis of spatial attractiveness (for identified development initiatives and requirements); and the analysis of spatial vulnerability (for adopted tourism development strategies and for identified development initiatives and requirements). The expert groundwork would comprise relevant demographic analyses (taking into consideration the EU spatial context – immigration and emigration, immigration due to the establishment of the University of Primorska and immigration of retired people); a transport study (aimed at traffic calming measures and establishment of public transport); the assessment of required settlement areas (housing in relation to traffic corridors, employment areas in relation to traffic corridors and the like, aiming at the creation of corridors where the establishment of efficient and economical public transport would be viable); and the study of valuable landscape features (ambient qualities, spatial capacities for tourism and recreation). A very important segment of the project will be the definition of the vision, objectives and strategies of regional spatial development. This part will be carried out in cooperation with the general public and the professional circles. On the basis of expert material, the vision and the set objectives of spatial development, duly validated and cross-referenced alternative solutions will be prepared for the regional conception of spatial development. On this basis, the variant will be chosen and the proposal of the regional conception of spatial development prepared. Special attention will be paid to public involvement throughout the project implementation, i.e. participation in workshops, preparation of SWOT analysis, formulation of the vision, objectives and strategies of spatial development of the region as well as of the coastal strip. A number of modern methodological tools will be used, such as scenario planning, strategic environmental impact assessment, carrying capacity assessment for tourism, etc. The regional conception of spatial development is a central project, closely linked with other projects in the framework of the CAMP Slovenia – the horizontal projects as well as individual ones. Mr. Mezek concluded that the aim was not the adoption of a document but the preparation of regional conception proposal, which would be submitted for verification and adoption procedure.

12.
Mr. Andrej Gulič, Urban Planning Institute of the Republic of Slovenia, presented a concrete case of an already elaborated conception of spatial development for Savinjska statistical region. He explained that a year before the MESPE believed that it had been reasonable to prepare regional conceptions covering statistical regions in relation to regional development programmes and in partnership between the State, municipalities, economic entities and the general public. Due to limited time at his disposal, he focused his presentation on selected parts of expert groundwork. He presented the expert groundwork for transport arrangement (accessibility of the Savinjska region, from the point of view of the accessibility of road and railway networks). He said that the region was very heterogeneous as there was a considerable difference between the municipalities along the Austrian border and the ones along the Croatian border. The region strives for better traffic connections to be achieved through improvement of road and railway networks. He treated transport and settlement in close connection. Next, he presented various scenarios, which had been examined during the preparation of regional conception. The following scenarios were identified: the scenario of disperse spatial development (the emphasis is on development within an individual municipality with weak cooperation at the subregional and regional levels), the scenario of bicentric spatial development (development is taking place along the axis of the largest centres – Celje and Velenje), the scenario of polycentric spatial development and the scenario of balanced spatial development. A detailed comparison of scenarios and workshop decisions revealed that the latter was the most appropriate one. This scenario ensured a reasonable territorial division of work and development of each centre in compliance with potentials, possibilities and opportunities at their disposal within the territory and broader. The scenario enabled searching for possibilities of balanced development within individual systems, within the settlement structure, individual types of infrastructure, as well as within the landscape and the environment. The scenario had been selected as the basis for preparation of the vision and the regional conception proposal. In conclusion, Mr. Gulič mentioned that the entire material relating to the regional conception of Savinjska and Carinthia regions was available on the web site. Therefore, all the interested had the opportunity to acquaint themselves with their experiences, which could be welcome in preparation of the South Primorska project.

13.
Mr. Slavko Mezek presented the project on Detailed Conception of Spatial Development of the Coastal Strip. He explained that the project was a component part of the regional conception of spatial development. The reason why the issue of spatial planning of the coastal strip is dealt with as a special segment of the regional conception and a special project respectively, lies mainly in the fact that the coast, because of its shortness, has been generally recognised as an exceptional value. The project is related procedurally and organizationally to the preparation of the regional conception. Because the parts relating to the organization and procedure had already been explained extensively, Mr. Mezek skipped that subject. The common project phases are as follows: preparatory period, preparation of expert groundwork (the expert groundwork prepared for regional conception will provide a general framework for the coastal strip spatial planning), formulation of the vision, objectives and strategies of spatial development, which will be prepared by a special team. The project objectives are to define the planning concept and to provide guidelines for preparation of national and municipal spatial documents. Namely, it has been observed with regard to the development made so far that the approach to planning of the coastal strip has not been consistent, regardless the shortness of the coast. The preparation of regional conception is a unique opportunity to determine uniform criteria for spatial planning of this area, which shall be taken into consideration also in preparation of municipal spatial development strategies, municipal spatial orders as well as detailed plans of national importance. The next objective is to prepare a spatial planning programme and implementation measures, namely to identify priority projects to a level enabling the definition of finance and timing, thus facilitating their implementation. Another project objective relates to the coastal waters, i.e. definition of the sea use in the framework of regional conception. The last objective is to strengthen the coordination for integrated coastal area management.

As regards the activities, Mr. Mezek emphasized the preparation of alternative solutions for spatial planning of selected parts of the coast, which would entail a detailed breakdown of treatment at the planning level, up to architecture and landscape architecture. Acceptable solutions should be found, which would unite the entire coast through a uniform planning according to the principles of sustainable development as well as provide concrete solutions for planning of coastal strip, where development is still possible, but not to the detriment of valuable natural features and cultural heritage. Therefore, the project result would be a detailed conception of coastal strip planning, providing guidelines for preparation of spatial documents, programmes and projects at other levels, with identified stakeholders, financial framework, determined forms of participation of private and public sectors and a defined time schedule. In this way, it would be possible to come closer to the essential objective, which is to establish an area attractive for residence, recreation and tourism in line with the principles of sustainable development, together with strict consideration of the provisions of nature, cultural heritage protections and other aspects of sustainable development.

In conclusion, Mr. Mezek stated that PAP/RAC and SPA/RAC would participate in the project, which would be carried out simultaneously with preparation of the regional conception, so that the results of the project would be incorporated in the regional conception of spatial development.

14.
Mr. Leon Gosar, Faculty of Civil and Geodetic Engineering, University of Ljubljana, held a presentation of sensitivity maps of the Slovenian coast. In introduction he provided some general guidelines regarding the definition of coast and coastal strip: coast is a part of the seashore between the lowest and the highest tide limits; coastal marine area is directly adjacent to the marine area and extends 25 metres seaward from the limit of marine area. The use and planning possible in these areas is regulated by law. The immediate catchment area is the first coastal zone where the highest pressures are present. The coastal zone can encompass also the river basin or it can be determined as an economic zone gravitating towards the sea. The EU Water Directive is an important document dealing with costal waters. Costal waters cover an area of one mile from the shoreline, where good water quality should be preserved. It is essential to ensure protection of water quality with special consideration for brackish and inner waters. Mr. Gosar selected the part of the coast between Koper and Izola to exemplify the categories of coast and coastal marine area. He said that a study was under preparation to define the coast line (the highest tide level), as a key element for spatial planning. The highest tide level limits the coastal marine area, which can get narrower or broader. 

The sensitivity maps were prepared within the CAMP project in the previous year, assigned by REMPEC, Malta, coordinated my MESPE and produced by the Faculty of Civil and Geodetic Engineering. The sensitivity maps defined the sea use, covering the areas and resources of ecologic and economic importance, e.g. bathing sites, water capture, etc., and the areas of historic and cultural importance. The general aim of the assignment was to equip the bodies responsible for intervention in the event of seawater pollution with sensitivity maps, which would facilitate development of strategies and procedures for interventions in cases of dangerous and toxic spillages at sea. A particular aim of the assignment was the preparation of sensitivity maps and their application, maintenance and updating. The sensitivity maps comprise zones with different legal regimes, based on various regulations. Zoning was carried out at the 1:5000 scale and below. Each zone had its own identifier. The maps covered also the nature preservation areas, which were intended to be protected. In the framework of the CAMP project on Conception of the Coastal Strip Spatial Planning, harmonisation of the sea use is envisaged with respect to legal, physical and economic indicators. The mode of harmonization was determined by the ICZM methodology, based on examination of legal regimes for present and future sea use, comprising the legal regimes for nature protection, cultural heritage protection, harbour aquatorium, anchorages, navigational routes and bathing waters. Mr. Gosar presented the bay of Strunjan as an example of the sea use and legal regimes, explaining that the bay should have been closed to navigation, though navigation was considered general sea use and thus individual legal regimes could constrain the neighbouring areas. Examination of conflicts between legal regimes for the entire maritime environment shall be carried out within the CAMP Project. It is necessary to consider also respective competences with regard to the sea. The municipalities are responsible for planning on their territories. The CAMP Project exceeds these limits, as it covers also the maritime environment, which shall be dealt with by regional development centres or agencies. As regards the one-mile zone where, according to the EU Directive, good water quality should be maintained, the municipalities can coordinate the sea use in the framework of regional mechanisms. The sensitivity maps were met with considerable response at the REMPEC. The methodology will be transferred to other Mediterranean countries. The data will be useful for the CAMP Project, as well as in the event of spillages at sea (contingency plan). Zoning enables broader application of data. He concluded that vulnerability maps would be prepared in future and that it was essential to ensure a mechanism for periodic updating of spatial and descriptive data.

Discussion

15.
Mr. Ivica Trumbić, PAP/RAC, said that the presentation of Mr. Gosar was very good, as it indicated how to use the sea of the Slovenia coast effectively and that it was, by all means, an interesting method, which should be included in project activities. He suggested that it would be necessary to relate it to the use of the coastal zone. However, he asked about the definition of the coastal zone, as whether it had been defined by a special regulation or a planning document, and whether the areas had been determined, where building had been prohibited. He raised a question how the CAMP project could contribute to the definition of that zone. Another issue related to the formulation given by Mr. Mezek, that it was necessary to identify the areas of the coastal strip where development was possible. Mr. Trumbić wanted to clarify what was meant by “development possible” – building or protection. One had to be clear about it, because it was not the intention of the project to find pockets for new construction projects. He added that balance was needed between the already constructed and not constructed – that depends on the width of the coastal marine area. In his opinion the issue of legal regimes was very important and it would be advisable to analyse the legal regimes on land, to integrate marine, coastal and land regimes and identify the eventual inconsistencies. He also mentioned that at their meeting in Catania, the contracting parties to the Barcelona Convention had adopted a decision to prepare a protocol on coastal area management. He emphasize that an international protocol had precedence over national legislation, which should be harmonized with the protocol. The recommendation had been adopted after lengthy efforts, because in particular the EU countries did not wish that international legislation would be enforced, which could affect the already adopted national legislation, which had already achieved a certain level of decentralization, as was the case in spatial planning. He concluded that PAP/RAC was bound to implement those activities and that it would be good to prove by the CAMP Project that legal issues could be solved at that level, leading consequently to analogies.

16.
Ms. Lenka Molek, Ministry of Culture, commented that she appreciated that cultural sphere was included in the Project as it would tackle also the areas significant from historic and cultural point of view and that protection of cultural heritage was considered a legal regime. She said that there were 742 elements entered in the register and she suggested verifying whether all registered elements and legal regimes had been taken into account. She was interested whether the cultural area was included in a standard way (as suggested) or the regional conception would provide a basis for a more innovative approach. Ms. Molek informed that Slovenia had hosted the international conference of ministers responsible for regional planning in September 2004 where the Ljubljana Declaration was adopted that emphasized also the significance of culture for development. Cultural heritage was treated as an exhaustible resource and the objective was to permanently preserve the features for which it had been protected. She added that protection of cultural heritage was indispensable for planning of sustainable development. In Helsinki Declaration, the European ministers had pointed out that cultural heritage could be protected through environmental approach to spatial and development planning. Finally she raised a question whether the regional conception would incorporate cultural aspects and in which way – standard or as envisaged in new guidance documents.
17. Ms. Tatjana Lesjak, Public Relations and Media Office, congratulated for what had been done so far but she put a question whether the commissions and supervisory councils, apart from adopting declarations, had an idea of how to raise the awareness of ordinary people, the inhabitants of Slovenia and the visitors. She wanted to know if awareness raising of local population and visitors with regard to environmental, nature and cultural values protection had been provided for.

18.
Ms. Slavko Škulj, Urban Planner, Municipality of Sežana, informed that changes in spatial and detailed plans were under preparation in the Karst region regarding the wind power plants and that the legal basis for issue of the licence for construction of wind power plants would be ready before long. That would drastically destroy everything considered at the present meeting as the basis for protection and conservation. In May 2004, new regulatory provisions would come into force, i.e. Natura 2000, but in that case it would only be declarative, as investors would have already obtained construction licences. Therefore, the regional and municipal strategies would be topsy-turvied by such drastic developments.

19.
Mr. Mitja Bricelj answered that they were aware of the “abuses” in the hinterland and that they were seeking to influence them in accordance with the law and the procedures mentioned so far at the workshop. Local representatives often contradicted the proposed rules and procedures. They would try to ensure public procedures and the issues to be presented in media. Nevertheless, the advantages should also be taken into account and there were mechanisms by which the things could be arranged in a different way. However, he had to mention that the Municipality of Sežana had an intention to joint the Notranjska region. The EU Water Framework Directive divides territories by watersheds and the Adriatic river basin should be managed jointly within the region.

20.
Mr. Mitja Logar, DOVES Association of Environmental Education in Slovenia, agreed with Ms. Molek and Lesjak. He suggested that their representative should be included in the highest project bodies, i.e. Steering Committee and Project Board, in order to establish a more effective participation in accordance with modern perceptions of social structure. The present involvement in public debate only is insufficient for an adequate representation of civil society. With regard to education and awareness raising, he said that DOVES carried out two programmes, namely the Blue Flag and Eco Schools, in the framework of the international Foundation for Environmental Education.

21.
Ms. Tatjana Logar Kljun replied to Mr. Logar, saying that regular information of permanent residents and tourists about environmental impacts of tourism was necessary and should be intensified during the tourist season. She added that there were no institutions to control the people’s behaviour, but that could be done by volunteers or students.

22.
Mr. Igor Maher said that the Project of Public Participation and Awareness Raising was on the agenda for the next that and suggested that they postpone the discussion.

23.
Ms. Lenka Molek explained that she meant culture in its broader sense, i.e. preservation of cultural diversity. She wanted to draw attention to the specificities of the region such as the minorities and cultural groups. She said that a Convention on Cultural Diversity was under preparation, which talks about the right to information about proper cultural and social environment, as this is a fundamental human right.

24.
Mr. Robert Turk, Nature Protection Institute of the Republic of Slovenia, said that as far as the awareness was concerned, they should start with themselves because the diction like nature protection and other restrictions were not right since they created a wrong perception of the role and significance of nature protection. The same held for an awkward diction regarding the future development of the coastal strip, as many could easily understand that it meant looking for land still available for further construction, as had already been mentioned by Mr. Trumbić, which would be in contradiction with the principles and the mission of the CAMP Project
25.
Mr. Mitja Brecelj reminded of a successful example of awareness raising among the general public in the case of Caretta caretta turtle, as an endangered species. Important roles in that campaign had been played by the Regional Unit of the Nature Protection Institute of the Republic of Slovenia in Piran and the Aquarium in Piran in the framework of the Protocol concerning Specially Protected Areas and Biological Diversity in the Mediterranean. In November 2003, a seminar had been carried out about the educational path in the protected area of Strunjan Landscape Park. Unfortunately, the attendance of tourism development stakeholders had been poor. The objective of the seminar had been to promote protected areas by presenting them as development potential; the seminar proceedings had been published.
26.
Ms. Sergeja Praper, Urban Planning Institute of the Republic of Slovenia, suggested that the Project should include also implementation of the principles of equal opportunities for the sexes, in particular in the framework the Regional Conception of Spatial Development, as that was one of the horizontal EU and European Commission strategies. In Slovenia, the legal basis was provided by the Act on Equal Opportunities for Women and Men. The Office of Equal Opportunities of the Government of Slovenia was watching over its implementation and the representatives to the Office had expressed their interest to participate. She concluded that there were EU directives for evaluation of programmes from the point of view of equal opportunities and offered to provide the addresses of contact persons if the interest existed.

27.
Mr. Slavko Mezek answered the questions put during the discussion. With regard to the question about the definition of the coastal zone by Mr. Trumbić, he explained that the issue was regulated in detail by the Water Act. As to the width of the coastal marine area, he proposed that it should be defined within the project where the statutory width of 25 metres could be appropriately extended or reduced in relation to the existing and the planned activities on land. The CAMP Project could also provide an assessment of what the establishment of public good in that area by local communities would signify. As to Regarding the reproaches and misunderstandings as to the part of the project relating to the coast planning (fear of construction on the land not build on) he explained that there were no grounds to fear, because the area had been planned only for general use such as recreation, bathing and the like, which was in line with protection regimes. Taking into account the remark by Ms. Molek, he informed that a representative of the Ministry of Culture was foreseen to participate in the Steering Committee and the Project Board.

28.
Ms. Lenka Molek replied that she had expected that culture would be integrated already in the concept of the project and not only as a “rescue operation” through the Steering Committee and the Project Board. She stressed that the explicit question had been whether the cultural dimension had been integrated in the very approach, as she could not notice it. She would like an integral approach and not subsequent rescuing.

29.
Mr. Slavko Mezek explained that the workshop had been intended to examine and do away with weaknesses of individual project Terms of Reference within a larger circle and he extended an invitation to participate in elimination of shortcomings. With regard to Mr. Logar’s remark, he said that it had been reasoned. He promised to communicate the proposal and to supplement the key project bodies – the Steering Committee and the Proejct Board – with NGO representatives. He agreed that it was not right that the representatives from that sphere were not adequately represented. Regarding the proposal by Ms. Sergeja Praper, he stated that he agreed in principle, although at that moment he could not see the way of concretisation. He promised to contact the Office of Equal Opportunities and concretise the initiative.

The Last Set of Discourses

30.
Mr. Fouad Abousambra; MEDPOL, greeted the participants on behalf of the MEDPOL and said that they were aware of the importance of the MAP CAMP programme. He indicated that the project on waters related mainly to mitigation on non-point sources of water pollution and that the objectives of the project were in line with the Global Environment Facility supported Strategic Action Programme (GEF SAP), which was being implemented also in Slovenia. The principal objective of the SAP is to reduce water pollution from land sources, which affects the marine environment. Mr Aboussambra presented briefly the Report on National Diagnostic Analysis prepared in the framework of SAP. The material includes a great deal of useful data that could be used also by the CAMP Project. The Report indicated that wastewaters were the major problem in that area. He said that point pollution sources are very important and proposed to include that aspect in the Project. He explained which were the SAP objectives and the deadlines to implements particular objectives. He emphasized that the SAP requirements were in accordance with the EU directives and that slight differences existed only in deadlines. Finally, he proposed again to take into consideration the point pollution sources in the part of the CAMP Projects, which related to waters.

31.
Mr. Primož Banovec, Faculty of Civil and Geodetic Engineering, University of Ljubljana, first defined the basic legal framework in the field of waters, consisting of to fundamental laws: the Water Act representing the basic tool for administration and management of water and the Environmental Protection Act stipulating the emission limit value and the functioning of local public services for nature protection (waste and wastewater management). Next he presented in detail the Water Act, which provided the institutional and procedural framework for water management (stocktaking of the state, setting the objectives, definition of measures). He explained that water management plans had a particular hierarchy – from the national strategic level to the micro level (essentially there are three levels). According to the Water Act, the State was responsible also for the regimes in drinking water protection zones, bathing areas, endangered areas, floodplains, landslides, the Water Book and the Water Cadastre. The Act determined also the functioning of public services. Mr. Banovec presented also the competent authorities, such as the MESPE and the Environmental Agency of the Republic of Slovenia, as well as the Water Conference and Water Council, which were not yet functioning at that time. Somehow these two institutions would represent a revival of the Association of Regional Water Communities as regional decision-making bodies, connecting the users and suppliers of water services. The Act envisaged also establishment of a Water Institute as a professional body. He explained that the Environmental Protection Act stipulated public service obligation for collection and treatment of urban wastewater and meteoric water, drinking water supply and waste management. He indicated the linkages between the abovementioned issues and the CAMP Project. The first possible linkage related to the programme elements deriving from the Water Act, which determined a two-way flow of information in programming, namely, on the one hand the region should notify of specific requirements in relation to the elements of strategic and operative documents, and on the other hand, the State should dictate the compulsory content, criteria and deadlines of regional and local development programmes. The objective was to set up protocols for efficient communication between the two levels. The other possible linkages to the CAMP Project could relate to small water bodies and their specifics. Small water bodies are important in the Karst region and there is a legal void in this regard. As the third linkage he mentioned the mitigation of water pollution. He said that the largest pollution sources was urban wastewater, and for that reason it would be appropriate to relate the CAMP activities to the preparation of operative programmes for collection and treatment of wastewater and meteoric water, which was at that time being carried out by the Government and the Ministry of the Environment, Spatial Planning and Energy respectively, and also by municipalities. The operative programmes should be ready by the end of 2004. The objectives of operative programmes preparation were also to comply with programme deadlines and the obligations towards the EU (solution of problems in settlements with less than 50 PE of pollution load up to 2017, shorter period for larger agglomerations and sensitive areas, including eutrophic areas such as the Northern Adriatic and water protection areas). He emphasized that those programmes were the responsibility of the State and municipalities and that the task of the CAMP Project was to establish an efficient integration of programmes – vertical integration (national programme – municipal programmes) and horizontal integration (regional integration or individual municipal programmes) in order to ensure optimal effect. Finally he added that besides the point pollution sources (including technical water) it was necessary to monitor also disperse pollution sources (agriculture in particular), which, however, was a secondary priority in Slovenia. Nevertheless, the MESPE had started with the identification of such pollutions sources and the programme should conclude by the end of 2004.

32.
Mr. Igor Maher, Regional Development Agency of South Primorska, presented the Regional Spatial Information System (RSIS), which is a horizontal project, as it will support the implementation of all other project activities. The basic objective is an integration of available spatial databases at the regional level into a uniform information system and thus the reduction of user costs. The basic function is an active spatial and environmental monitoring as well as providing support to all other project activities in the CAMP framework. Initially, an appropriate technical infrastructure will be established (activities have already been in progress within the PHARE project on the establishment of environmental information system). As a matter of fact there are several databases at the municipal level, but the problem lies in their separateness and incompatibility, and the exchange of information is only partial. Therefore, our aims are to integrate those databases into a uniform database, to establish functions for groups of users and to set up a system for collection and exchange of data at the regional level (rules, legal provisions, establishment of exchange process). An important objective is also to perform the implementation regulation, prepared recently by the Government. The idea behind this is to open the information system to the public, which has not been adequately informed on municipal activities and projects. The project will integrate functions and elements that have already been established in municipalities, where appropriate and in line with the CAMP Project guidelines. The project will contribute a uniform database on expert groundwork at the municipal level. The project will be implemented in the following phases: collection of existing databases, establishment of spatial monitoring database, formation of data exchange standards, conclusion of appropriate agreements, establishment of administration of individual substantive elements of the system, establishment of information system and metadata system. The RSIS project is an interactive project as it relates to all other projects within the CAMP, including monitoring and management of the Project. The project will ensure also visualisation within individual projects, which will be useful in particular for those experts who are not adequately familiar with the conditions. On the basis of the established GIS models, it will be possible to prepare expert studies. The results of the project will be an established infrastructure (data gathered in one place, identified and established spatial databases, regional and local indicators of spatial development, established minimum technical and substantive standards for data exchange, concluded agreements, defined administration and responsibilities for system functioning, information support to the CAMP Project.

Conclusion

33.
Mr. Mitja Bricelj drew the following conclusion: the structure, content and individual projects of the CAMP Project had been presented. The participants supported the Inception Report material and recommend taking into account the proposals for amendments. Thereby, the first day of the CAMP Slovenia Inception Workshop concluded.

Second day, 19 March 2004

Part Three

34.
The moderator of the third day of the CAMP Slovenia Inception Workshop was Mr. MarkoPrem. He introduced the agenda and explained that the third part was intended to present and discuss the project activities of a sectoral nature.

Presentation of Projects

35.
Ms. Elizabeth Coudert, MAP AC Blue Plan delivered a presentation on the Systemic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis. In introduction she presented her institution, i.e. the MAP Blue Plan Regional Activity Centre located in Sophia Antipolis, France. The main objective of the Centre is providing information support to planners and authorities at different levels in the Mediterranean in order to achieve socio-economic development, which would not lead to environmental degradation. The Centre is engaged in prospective studies, oriented towards the relationship between development and the environment, where great attention is paid to participative approach. It provides support to the Mediterranean Commission on Sustainable Development (in this framework they work also on sustainable development indicators where Slovenia participated successfully as a test example). In addition, the Centre performs training programmes for personnel of environment and sustainable development observatories. They developed a special tool – Systemic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis, which is one of the horizontal projects within the CAMP Slovenia Project.

36. Mr. Simon Bell, Blue Plan Consultant, presented in detail the method and the arrangements of the Systemic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis (hereinafter referred to as SPSA). He explained that the main objective of SPSA was to acquaint the public in general with the idea and the concept of sustainable development. The SPSA had been implemented within the last two MAP CAMP projects in Malta and Lebanon. Mr. Bell expressed his belief that SPSA could be of great significance also to the CAMP Slovenia. He added that nowadays it was a typical feature that there were many sustainability indicators available. However, the indicators had been developed by experts for experts although the concept of sustainable development should have been understood and appreciated by the public in general. Then he explained that the SPSA had twelve implementations stages, grouped in four segments: reflection of the current state, understanding the dynamics of potential development, modelling the sustainability indicators and implication of sustainability indicators for formulation of future policies. Mr. Bell continued with a detailed presentation of SPSA application within the CAMP projects in Malta and Lebanon and the individual SPSA stages: during the first segment of activities, actors/stakeholders from different fields, addressed by the CAMP project, demonstrate (graphically and through “rich pictures”) the present situation in the region from the point of view of sustainable development and the understanding of the situation; during the next segment, the stakeholders identify what should be done to improve the situation – the stakeholders confront their views and formulate a common view of the problem (that is why the analysis is called a systemic analysis and what is important here is the method which is transparent and reflects the stakeholders’ standpoints); later the participants agree on sustainability indicators and present them graphically in the form of an amoeba diagram (evaluation of each sustainability indicator); during the last segment of activities, the participants identify the futurity potential (in the light of sustainable development), implying in fact the forecasts and scenario planning. The process is the basis for strategic policy-making and measures. It is essential that the activities and the problems are appropriately presented in public to provoke an extensive debate and motivate the public to engage in sustainable development issues. Mr. Bell concluded that the SPSA project within the CAMP Slovenia would therefore be implemented through the same stages of understanding the context, identification and agreement on the main sustainability indicators, demonstration and assessment of the situation and modelling of potential development scenarios.

Discussion

37. Ms. Sergeja Praper, Urban Planning Institute of the Republic of Slovenia, wanted to know who were the stakeholders invited to the SPSA workshops. Mr. Bell answered that the participants were from different fields, that the Blue Plan had an opinion on their selection, however, the final participation depended on local colleagues – the developers and their assessment. He further explained that the first workshop was intended for participants in the CAMP project where the stakeholders to participate in workshops were defined. On the next question by Ms. Praper regarding the size of groups and whether the methods applied depended on the number of participants, he answered that usually there were 20 – 40 people and that the techniques were directed to the promotion of participation and debate.

38. Mr. Bogdan Macarol, LIMNOS Company for Applied Ecology, asked whether the method for facilitating had been used. Mr. Bell answered that two basic approaches were used, i.e. soft systems methodology and prospective scenario planning, each of them comprising a number of techniques, such as for example the “active” listening approach, which had been used in Malta.

39. Mr. Aleš Sedmak offered an example of good practice with regard to Mr. Bells presentation. He informed that he managed an educational project for six years where students from different faculties participated in fieldwork and examined an environmental problem. Afterwards, communication experts identified communication strategy and publish the project findings. He explained that the project had been designed to provide practical results. Education institutions, the University of Ljubljana and the University of Primorska, and various other institutions and the economy sector were involved in the project. In addition to students, a group of lecturers and scientists participated in the project. The example of good practice in that case was the promotion strategy for groundwater protection, named Clean Environment and Clean Waters. 

40. Mr. Ivica Trumbić emphasised the importance of deriving benefit from project outputs. He believed that SPSA offered many opportunities. Slovenian coast is squeezed between two countries, the development pressures are considerable and the situation requires thorough discussion of sustainable development issues. The SPSA can contribute a lot in that respect. A favourable circumstance is that the regional development programme exists and that the regional conception of spatial development is under preparation. The SPSA results can be utilised in these activities, in particular in the assessment of the existing situation as well as in formulation of future strategic and planning documents.

Presentation

41.
Mr. Igor Jurinčič, Turistica, College of Tourism Studies, Portorož, presented the project on Regional Strategy of Sustainable Tourism Development. The presentation was oriented to tourism destination management in the light of carrying capacity. He mentioned the following sustainability indicators: protected areas (coverage, regimes, endangered and rare species), number of tourists in a particular tourist resort (the problem arises here because the whole infrastructure must be dimensioned in accordance with the number of tourists during the peak season), intensity of land use (footpaths per walker, hectare of forest per visitor). He explained the importance of the ratio between tourists and the local population during the peak season: in three coastal municipalities, the ratio is 1:3 in favour of residents (for example the ratio on Elba is 3:1 in favour of tourists). It is difficult to compare the indicators; therefore each locality should define their own indicators according to the view of local inhabitants. Water supply in the region is critical and there was a shortage some years ago. However, a long-term solution has been found in the accumulation at Padež. The most unfavourable indicator is the share of inhabitants with regulated collection and treatment of wastewater. The territory of Piran municipality is almost entirely covered by wastewater system, while the situation in the other two municipalities is worse. The indicator of public transport is also poor. Additional indicators are overcrowded beaches and satisfaction of tourists. The town of Izola is an exception because the attitude of local population towards tourism is positive. Mr. Jurinčič showed the map of beaches existing in Portorož. If there were 6 m2 of beach ensured per bather, the capacity of Portorož beaches would be 52,000 people. This parameter is far from exceeded. However, discharge and treatment of wastewater represents a serious problem, as the maximum capacity is 19,200 tourists. If the number increased by 30% (up to 28,000 tourists), only water supply would cover the needs. As regards the residents/tourists ratio, there are 73,000 residents in the region and if there were 2 tourists per resident, it would mean 150,000 tourists, thus exceeding by far the capacity of the region. 

In the end of his presentation, Mr. Jurinčič informed that there were several spatial documents for new tourism developments under preparation, such as the spatial plan for the Ankaran Peninsula. He pointed also at the unused capacities of Slovenian Istra and the intensive enlargement of marinas, where the lack of inter-sectoral harmonisation had been observed.

Discussion

41. Mr. Bogdan Macarol said that according to the EU legislation, Slovenia was bound to provide sewage systems and related wastewater treatment facilities for all settlements with more than 50 inhabitants until 2012 and 2017 respectively. He wondered whether that could be achieved.

42. Ms. Alma Vičar asked to what extent the various analyses were integrated in the Strategy for Spatial Development of Slovenia and if the strategy under discussion was an acceptable document as also the basis for tourism development.

43. Mr. Igor Jurinčič explained that the national strategy of spatial development was still under discussion; it originated from sectoral strategies and their critical comments had not been taken into consideration; therefore, the strategy was in no way sustainable and inter-sectoral harmonisation should be achieved.

44. Mr. Ivica Trumbić emphasized the urgency of establishing a close link between the CAMP project activities and the Strategic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis. He added that tourism development scenarios, in line with the scenarios mentioned by Mr. Bell, were the key element in the assessment of tourism carrying capacity. 

45. Mr. Marko Prem noted that they were discussing mainly the narrow coastal area. He enquired how the ties between municipalities could be established and broader, regional strategies prepared.

46. Mr. Igor Jurinčič answered that the strategy for South Primorska existed and in his opinion, tourism was adequately dealt with. It would be important to stick to the strategy and to apply the methodology presented also in the Karst region.

The Last Discourses in the Part Three

47. Mr. Atef Oureghi, SPA/RAC, Tunis, highlighted the preservation of biodiversity in the Mediterranean in the framework of MAP. In Article 10, the Barcelona Convention addresses the preservation of biodiversity. A Protocol Concerning Specially Protected Areas and Biological Diversity in the Mediterranean entered into force in 1999, which comprises annexes on protected species. The purpose of specially protected areas is to preserve the representative species of coastal and marine ecosystems, endangered habitats and habitats essential for survival, reproduction and revival of affected, endangered and endemic species in the areas of special scientific, aesthetic, cultural and educational significance. At present, there are 152 specially protected areas in the Mediterranean, mostly in its northern part. The Protocol provides for the establishment of a list of specially protected areas of Mediterranean interest (SPAMI List), based on the criteria stated in Annex 1 to the Protocol. Among other things, the Protocol refers to endangered species and the contracting parties undertook to treat flora and fauna in such as way as to preserve favourable natural conditions. The Annex 2 contains a list of endangered and affected species and in the Annex 3, there is a list of species which exploitation is restricted by law. In addition, the Protocol sets up criteria regarding the general features of areas that can be put on the list of protected areas. To that end, the SPA/RAC developed a series of tools, such as a list of marine habitats, coastal habitats, etc. The Protocol stipulates several obligations such as the environmental impact assessment in the event of interventions that could essentially affect the protected areas, the consideration of traditional activities, the obligation of informing the public about the significance and the values of specially protected areas. The main task of the RAC/SPA is to support the Mediterranean countries in implementation of the Protocol, to prepare guidelines and recommendations, to establish databases relevant to the Protocol, to design action programmes, to prepare studies, organize training and to carry out public promotion. The RAC/SPA provides support to seven Mediterranean countries for the establishment of protected areas and preparation of management plans. The EU Commission supports the project.

48. Mr. Robert Turk, Piran Regional Office of the Nature Protection Institute of the Republic of Slovenia, presented the Terms of Reference of the project on Management of Protected Areas as a sub-project of the CAMP Slovenia. Protected areas comply with the Environmental Protection Act and they are the result of protective measures taken in the field of protection of valuable natural features, the term that generally corresponds to the former term of natural heritage. The examples of narrower protected areas are the beds of posidonia oceanica (proposal), Debeli rtič and Punta in Piran while wider protected areas are parks such as the Strunjan Landscape Park. The intended function of protected areas could be discussed at length but from the point of view of biology and nature protection, their particular function is protection of valuable natural features. Another issue, which has been also dealt with in the Protocol on protected areas, mentioned by Mr. Oureghi, is protection of biodiversity. The topic of this segment of the intended function of protected areas are habitat types and endangered species. These two categories are covered by the EU Habitats Directive and the Barcelona Convention, which are the most important documents in this field. An example of a habitat type and endangered species are the meadows of Posidonia, which are a priority habitat type according to the EU Habitats Directive and the Barcelona Convention, which mentions also true and small seagrass of the Zotera family, Cystoseira communities and all other solid bottom vegetation. An important species is also the scleractinian coral, which is the only coral living in Slovenia, and other (too)numerous endangered species. In addition to protection and preservation, the function of protected areas is also control, maintenance, public awareness, education and monitoring in order to achieve efficient management. A database is needed, based on mapping of habitat types. Aerial photography and digital photographs have proved to be a very efficient method for habitat types mapping. With support of the United Nations Environmental Programme – the MAP centre in Tunis and with support of the Principality of Monaco, underwater recording of Posidonia beds was carried out in 2003. On the basis of those photographs, a map of habitat types was prepared. A database of habitat types for the entire coast and the infralittoral is an important objective of the present sub-project. The database is essential for decision-making and monitoring. 
Mr. Turk continued his presentation with an explanation of protected areas management, which is based contractual protection entailing a contract between the owner of a particular area and the State, wherein protection is the responsibility of the owner. There are also other management forms such as public establishments at local or national level, public institutes (e.g. Škocjanske jame, Goričko), in which case the existing institutes, as for example the Nature Protection Institute, could be managers of protected areas if adequately staffed, and concessions. In the case of Škocjanski zatok, the Government granted a concession to the Bird Watching and Bird Study Association of Slovenia. The Association obtained some government funds and applied for international funding, where it proved very successful). Management of the Sečovlje Landscape Park was entrusted to a company and the experience obtained in this case could be used efficiently also in other areas. The protected area of Škocjanske jame is a public institution. The abovementioned management forms have been tested in wider protected areas, while smaller areas do not have managers, which is undoubtedly a weak point. 

Mr. Turk emphasized that the sub-project could tackle the abovementioned issues, in particular efficient management of protected areas, appropriate management methods for smaller protected areas and especially for the areas, which are too small for concession. Another project objective should be identification of the sources of funds and integration of other nature protection measures.

Discussion

49. Mr. Bogdan Macarol reminded that the CAMP Project was intended also for the hinterland and that habitat types would be mapped also in the regions of Brkini and Kras. He enquired how the cooperation of the Nature Protection Institute would be conducted with the Regional Office in Nova Gorica, which was a purely organizational and territorial question.

50. Mr. Rober Turk answered that the cooperation had been already discussed, also in the field of the Kras Pilot Project. He pointed out that from the biologic point of view, the mapping of habitat types was more complicated than the mapping of land use. He added that cooperation existed because, as a matter of fact, it was the same institution. However, he emphasized that as far as the CAMP is concerned, there are much more data available for land that for the marine part, where it was practically non-existent.

51. Mr. Leon Gosar asked about the mapping of habitat types, its time validity and maintenance.

52. Mr. Robert Turk explained that regular updating was necessary, depending on a habitat type. In France, recording is repeated every six years. However, an agreement should be reached on how long it should last. Besides monitoring of natural processes, a good method was also monitoring of the impacts of eventual activities and developments in the hinterland and on the coast. A lot would be achieved if the database were established.

53. Ms. Alma Vičar added that monitoring methodology was taking shape, in particular how supplementing and updating of data would be carried out. In her opinion, the most important thing was to obtain the basis (the zero phase) for starting all planning processes. They would need also a cross-section of the nature protection situation in the Karst region. She doubted whether they would be financially fit to carry out everything, as mapping of habitat types usually requires support of foreign donors.

54. Mr. Bogdan Macarol suggested relating sustainable tourism with nature preservation. As tourism is an important economic activity in the region, sustainability principles should be observed. His question was as to where discrepancies and linkages between the two fields existed, specifically with regard to Posidonia meadows.

55. Mr. Robert Turk emphasised that tourism development strategy in Slovenia is all but sustainable. He mentioned a workshop on tourism and protected areas in September 2003, where tourism operators had not participated. There was a lack of interest. Nature protection should be compatible with tourism, as proved elsewhere, but awareness in Slovenia was low, profit was too strong a factor and long-term planning inadequate. As far as Posidonia was concerned, he said that good nature protection solutions had been found through preparation of a detailed plan.

56. Ms. Alma Vičar added that there was no need for incompatibility between the two disciplines. She was convinced that protected areas and preserved nature represented a unique tourist product. However, tourism development in protected areas was a slow process, involving a large number of small investors, the process should be coordinated, there were no immediate visible results, as expected by the tourism sector.

57. Mr. Ivica Trumbič said that according to his experience, preservation of biodiversity had become also a concern of financial institutions. PAP had participated in three projects on biodiversity preservation in support to integrated management. The projects had been financed by GEF that wished to achieve lasting projects. The only way was the participation with industry. For example, in Croatia the coastal municipalities from Zadar to Dubrovnik participated in the project on "Conservation and Sustainable Use of Biodiversity in the Dalmatian Coast through Greening Coastal Development". The project objective is to raise the awareness of economic development planners to consider biodiversity an important criterion in investment planning. Banks and other funding institutions participate not only as mere supporters of attractive projects, as they consider also biodiversity in granting of credits. The issue is very topical in Croatia because tourism development is highly dynamic. 
Part Four

58.
Mr. Mitja Bricely was a moderator of the Part Four. He presented the agenda of the fourth part of the Workshop and informed the participants on the exhibition on “Public Participation in Integrated Environment Management “ at the Zapor students’ art gallery. 

Project Presentation

59.
Mr. Igor Maher, RDA, presented the Terms of Reference of the project “Public Participation Programme, Training and Public Promotion”. The main project objectives are public involvement, promotion of sustainable development and sustainable spatial planning issues, and acquainting the key actors with new approaches and tools. The specific objectives is to fulfil statutory forms of public participation. Public promotion includes the promotion of sustainable development, awareness raising and information of the CAMP Project and its key activities. The public will participate in spatial conferences, special thematic activities in the framework of expert groundwork preparation. The activities will include also informing the actors about new and modern tools and techniques of sustainable spatial planning, such asSEIA – Strategic Environmental Impact Assessment, scenario planning, etc. Public promotion will be supported also by a web site, which will be designed for planners, the public and the Steering Committee. The project results will be implementation of workshops, training and public promotion (conferences, brochures, press releases). It is a horizontal project, providing appropriate technical support to individual subprojects and involving harmonisation within similar activities of different projects. It has been envisaged that the project would be carried out by the Project Secretariat, i.e. the Regional Development Agency, which has already been conducting projects in the region. The Agency has adequate staffing, premises and technical infrastructure to carry out the project. The managers of individual subprojects are responsible for the content of promotion of individual topics. Mr. Maher then showed the scheme of envisaged CAMP Project outputs, which should be harmonised. He expressed the Agency’s readiness to cooperate with non-governmental organizations and other actors as well as to take into considerations the initiatives taken at the present Workshop.

Discussion

60. Mr. Mitja Bricelj said that the public should have the right to participate in decision-making. There had been some weak points in this field in the past and therefore, the project was very significant. He reminded that the representative of the Public Relations and Media Office had recalled the shortcomings and given some good suggestions for public awareness raising. He mentioned again the seminar in Strunjan which represented the start of a certain process. He appreciated that the University of Primorska was participating and emphasized that in the past, participation of key stakeholders, such as large tourism complexes, had been inadequate, as their had been the major economic interest. That revealed also in March, when they consulted tourism associations about tourist and educational paths. There had been many initiatives, however no large hotel complexes had been present, even though good tourist paths were important for them, too.

61. Mr. Bogdan Macarol mentioned the costs involved in participation of the civil society and non-governmental organizations, as they bore the costs of participation themselves. In his opinion that was a handicap leading to insufficient participation of the civil society. He proposed to ensure funds to cover travel expenses and participation of non-governmental organizations, or else, it would be difficult to ensure their participation.

62. Mr. Mitja Bricelj replied that the infrastructure enabling the functioning of non-governmental organizations was an important segment of the Project. However, the costs of physical attendance should be specified.

63. Mr. Slavko Mezek promised to examine the initiative and find the way to stimulate participation of non-governmental organizations.

64. Mr. Mitja Logar said that the initiative of Mr. Macarol was really reasoned. In his opinion, the problem could be solved, because the mission of non-governmental was public welfare. With regard to promotion, as presented by Mr. Maher, he believed that not all available resources were put to use. There could be special half-hour TV programmes once a month in order to achieve targeted information of the public. He emphasized that there is more to tourism than just the economic aspect and in he reminded that it was his suggestion to include representatives of non-governmental organization in the Steering Committee. 

65. Mr. Darko Ferčej, REC Country Office Slovenia, supported the initiative by Mr. Macarol and said that the REC organized many events where representatives of non-governmental organizations participated and that they have funds earmarked for covering travel expenses of participants and their written contributions.

Project Presentation

66.
Mr. Darko Ferčej, REC Country Office Slovenia, presented the project on “Training in Strategic Environmental Assessment”. First, he introduced the REC and explained that the institution dealt with the issues of strategic environmental assessment (SEA). For that purpose they had organized numerous workshops, seminars and consultations and prepared three publications (available on the REC web site). Strategic assessment enables consideration of environmental aspects in planning and policy-making. It is a systematic and transparent process, carried out at the time when all options are still open. It is one of the rare institutional possibilities for public participation in decision-making. The participants in strategic environmental assessment are planners and policy-makers, an expert group that prepares a report on strategic environmental assessment, a review group, a decision-making body (in Slovenia, the Ministry of the Environment, Spatial Planning and Energy), and the public. Strategic environmental assessment is implemented in seven phases: identification of the need for SEA, definition of scope and weight, assessment of strategic and specific objectives of plans and programmes (with participation of the public), assessment of alternative proposals, which is the most important phase for the public, preparation of programme, monitoring, measuring and control of environmental impacts; the phase of evaluation of coherence and integrity of plans and programmes, where the public is involved in the work of the review group, which examines the actual involvement of the public and the phase of monitoring of programme implementation (actually, this phase takes place during the programme implementation). The legal basis for SEA are the EU Directive on Strategic Environmental Assessment (2001/42), the Protocol on SEA (signed by Slovenia in Kiev, in May 2003), which is more detailed than the Directive, as it stipulates public participation, the Aarhus Convention (Slovenia is a signatory but it has not been ratified yet), dealing with access to information, public participation in decision-making and access to legal protection in the environmental issues, and the Environmental Protection Act, which enacts the strategic environmental assessment. In addition to strategic environmental assessment at national and local levels, the EU Directive and Protocol are of particular international importance with regard to cross-border environmental impacts.

Discussion

66. Mr. Bogdan Macarol added that SEA is not a theoretical issue, but that it had already been tried in practice during the preparation of preliminary national development plan and the national development plan. Currently, strategic environmental assessment, including the public information, is under way for the alignment of fast railway.

67. Mr. Mitja Bricelj emphasised the importance of the EU SEA Directive and Protocol in international context with regard to cross-border impacts. It is a key item of the Mediterranean Action Plan implementation, adopted in the framework of the Adriatic-Ionic Initiative in Zadar in June 2003. It explicitly states the content of strategic environmental assessment as well as the developments related to marine transport, the impact assessment of ballast waste disposal and its impact on Adriatic ecosystem. Recently the issue gained official recognition due to negative consequences of the input of non-native species. Strategic assessment should be applied in construction of facilities with cross-border impact. Therefore, strategic environmental assessment in the Adriatic Sea is the key activity of the Mediterranean Action Plan. Slovenia, in cooperation with the Faculty of Maritime Studies and Transportation in Portorož, made a pioneering step in this field when monitoring of the input of ballast waste in the Bay of Koper was introduced two years ago. On the basis of experience gained, Slovenia is in charge of the process between Italy and Croatia, who also wish to solve the said problem in their coastal area. The process of monitoring and evaluation of the state of Italian and Croatian coastal zones, as well as the processes going on in Slovenia, are coordinated by International Maritime Organisation and implemented in accordance with its standards. This will probably be one of the most important items in joint planning of development in the Adriatic. The problems related to ballast waste disposal and its impact on the Adriatic ecosystem are not recognised as hazardous, however, according to the International Maritime Organisation, it is ranked first among adverse environmental impacts, even before pollution caused by oil spillage. In spite of the threat which they represent, their impacts decrease with time, while the impacts of ballast waste disposal are accumulating.

68. Mr. Slavko Mezek explained that the project on Public Participation Programme, Training and Public Promotion would include presentation and training on preparation of SEIA – Strategic Environmental Impact Assessment within a training module, which would be implemented in the framework of the presented horizontal project. With regard to the EU Directive  2001/42/EU which stipulated compulsory environmental impact reports also for programmes and plans, he added that actors at different levels would be soon faced with that issue. Therefore, it had been proposed that training should be implemented not only at the local level but, in cooperation with the Regional Development Agency, also at the national level for those involved in preparation of new regional development programmes, starting in 2006, in order to successfully carry out those tasks in line with the requirements of the Directive.

Project Presentation

69.
Mr. Slavko Mezek presented the programme on Coordination and Integration of Project Activities. It is the most important level of the CAMP Project and it comprises logical and systematic integration of different interrelated elements within the project. It entails integration of policies and processes. Integration of policies should lead to an integrated policy, uniting all partial sectoral policies at different levels. Integration of processes will establish management directed towards implementation of the policy. There are a number of policies at the regional level and, therefore, integration is essential with respect to the regional development programme as well as the regional conception of spatial development. The CAMP project should support and strengthen the integrity of processes and policies and their orientation to sustainable development and enhance the integration philosophy. The phases of policy integration are integration of policy substance, integration of processes and human resources management. In relation to the regional conception, the main elements of integration are the sectors of transport, settlement, landscape, nature protection, water management and tourism and the sector of regional development programme (important from the point of view of preparation of new regional development programme, starting next year. It is essential to integrate different levels, from international (cross-border) to local, and disciplines. Integration process has the following levels: sectoral level (analyses for preparation of the regional conception, carried out in the framework of the regional development programme in order to clearly define the basic positions for starting the cycle of new regional development programme preparation). On this level, alternative solutions and optimal sectoral alternatives will be proposed. At the integration level, the matters will be examined from the point of view of integration and feasibility and adequate adjustments will be made in the event of inconsistency. The Final Report for the CAMP Project will be prepared, containing the regional conception of spatial development as the main part and the guidelines for preparation of new regional development programme. The integration phase will be followed by the phase of desegregation, a return to the sectoral level and identification of priority projects. The Systemic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis is a key element in support to integration, in conjunction with the indicators of regional development programme. The linkages exist also with respect to the design of scenarios in the framework of the systemic and prospective sustainability analysis, which seems to be a key element in support of the purpose and objectives of integration. Integration will be spread also to other key development documents in the region, i.e. the Regional Development Programme and the Regional Conception of Spatial Development, and experiences shared, through the National Agency for Regional Development, with other regions and development agencies faced with the same problems. An agreement has already been reached with the National Agency for Regional Development in this respect.

Discussion

70.
Mr. Bogdan Macarol expressed his concern about neglecting the sustainable development in Slovenia. He wished that the CAMP Project would be the first project to integrate all aspects – economic, social and environmental. He explained his view of sustainable development. The environmental segment within the CAMP Project is dedicated primarily to waters. It would be reasonable to regard surface water from the point of view of adequate supply of water, achievement of good ecologic and chemical characteristic, and underground water in the context of good ecologic and chemical conditions which could be achieved through mitigation of point and non-point pollution sources.

71.
Ms. Alma Vičar reminded about the level of the Regional Conception of Spatial Development, which is a part of the process presented by Mr. Mezek. She emphasized that it was a document prepared jointly by the State and the municipalities. Therefore, it would be essential to achieve maximum public participation at the level of local communities and municipalities, as only in this way the process could facilitate life in the future. The project would otherwise not survive in real life conditions.

72. Ms. Jana Purger, Municipality of Izola, said that municipalities should take into consideration the mandatory basic positions of the Government. Municipalities had been waiting for more than ten years for the Spatial Planning Act and in the meantime they had had been rearranging the spatial planning documents prepared in 1985 in all ways possible. She emphasised that municipalities had to comply with the national tourism strategy and the protection of nature came second. It was impossible comply and deal with both mandatory guidelines at the same time. She mentioned the planning of roads in Slovenia. The matters are not harmonised already within a single sector at the national level. In such cases, the municipalities that wish to regulate matters have to pay for transport studies in order to demonstrate to the Government as to which way the traffic should go if traffic along the coast were removed. If municipalities propose an additional study, the government accuses them of delaying the process of road construction. There is a series of unbalanced matters. For this reason, municipalities are interested in sustainable development, including balanced planning of national roads. The regional conception is a point where the national and local levels can meet. The workshop discussions have been very significant and the absence of urban planners is due to their overengagement.

73. Mr. Mitja Bricelj said that the ambition of the Project is its actual realization and a quality contribution to harmonisation. 
74. Mr. Marko Prem said that the steps following the workshop should be discussed. First, the Inception report will be finalized, including the Terms of Reference amended according to the comments given at the Workshop. The formal procedure will follow and they wish it would not drag on. The Steering Committee will have to approve to Terms of Reference and the Inception report, which will represent the basis for issuing the invitations to tender, select the contractors for individual subprojects of the CAMP Slovenia. It would not be good if the process were too long. He expressed his wish that the project implementation started before summer.

75. Mr. Fouad Abousambra wished to give an outline of the activities already commenced in cooperation with MED POL and in relation with the preparation of the national action plan. He understood that there was a consensus reached about the MED POL proposal that the Project covered point and non-point pollution sources. The group of Slovenian experts who would take over that activity existed and its members were Alenka Malej, Gregor Muri and Leon Gosar. They would lead the activities at the national level and prepare the national action plan. The Slovenian experts would be supported by the MED POL, including the financial support. It was necessary to ensure close coordination of the two projects. He believed that there were adequate financial resources to implement the project.

76. Mr. Aleš Sedmak said that specific information was intended for different target groups. Professional circles could obtain information from books and through procedures used so far. Participation in similar workshops and projects revealed that there is a serious lack of information, and public awareness. Particular information should be accessible to all segments of social life implying that specific information was intended for particular groups only. Nowadays, communication process is very complex and it is essential to involve professionals. In designing the integrated image of communication or information, the focus should be on a specific target group for which the information is intended and to that end, different (i.e. appropriate) approaches should be applied.

Conclusion

77.
Mr. Mitja Bricelj noted that there were no comments on the last part of the workshop as well as the rest of topics presented at the Workshop. He summarized that the observations were relevant and would reflect in Workshop conclusions, which would be prepared and published on the web site of the Regional Development Agency. He thanked the organizers and the participants and invited them to active participation.

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WORKSHOP RECOMMENDATIONS
(1) The goals and objectives of the project Detailed Conception of Spatial Development of the Coastal Strip should clearly reflect the basic orientation of the project, that is to formulate proposals for balance between the already constructed and not constructed parts of the coast. It should be clear, that the intention of the project is not to find pockets for new construction projects.

(2) The issue of legal regimes on the coastal strip is very important. It is advisable to analyse the legal regimes on both, marine and land side. The intention of such approach is to integrate marine, coastal and land regimes, to identify the eventual inconsistencies and propose adequate solutions.  

(3) Cultural heritage is an exhaustible resource. The objective is to permanently preserve the features for which it has been protected. In the project Regional Conception of Spatial Development, cultural aspects have to be integrated already in the concept and not only as a “rescue operation” at the end, through the Steering Committee and the Project Board. Cultural aspects should be included in integrative and more innovative way, in line with latest guidance documents on EU level, such as Helsinki Declaration and Ljubljana Declaration. 
(4) The representatives of non-governmental organisations should be included in all project bodies (Steering Committee, Project Board), in order to establish a more effective participation in accordance with modern perceptions of social structure. The present involvement in public debate only is insufficient for an adequate representation of civil society. 

(5) The possibility of inclusion of the principles of equal opportunities for the sexes in the CAMP project should be assessed, particularly in the framework of the project Regional Conception of Spatial Development. 

(6) Special attention should be placed on discussion of sustainable development issues. The SPSA can contribute a lot in that respect, taken into consideration a favourable circumstance that the regional development programme exists and that the regional conception of spatial development is under preparation. The SPSA results should be utilised in these activities, in particular in the assessment of the existing situation as well as in formulation of future strategic and planning documents.

(7) A close link between the CAMP project activities and the Strategic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis should be established. Tourism development scenarios, in line with the scenarios explained in the framework of SPSA, should be the key element in the assessment of tourism carrying capacity. 

(8) The costs involved in participation of the civil society and non-governmental organizations are usually covered by participants, which is a handicap leading to insufficient participation of the civil society. The representatives of civil society proposed to ensure funds to cover travel expenses and written contributions of non-governmental organizations, or else, it would be difficult to ensure their participation. 
(9) The project Mitigation of Land Based Sources of Water Pollution should be related to the activities in the framework of MED POL Strategic Action Programme (SAP) for reduction of land based sources of pollution with impacts on marine environment. In this framework, the Slovene National Action Plan (with the support of MED POL and GEF) is being prepared. Both projects should be co-ordinated and supporting each other. The project should cover not only non-point sources of pollution, but both - point and non-point pollution sources.

Further Steps

According to the recommendations formulated at the workshop and the discussion on the Steering Committee meeting, the Inception Report will be finalized, including the Terms of Reference amended according to the comments. The Steering Committee will have to approve to Terms of Reference and the Inception Report, which will represent the basis for issuing the invitations to tender and the selection of contractors for individual subprojects of the CAMP Slovenia.
